USDF Announces 2008 Hall of Fame Inductees

Lexington, KY (September 4, 2008) - The United States Dressage Federation (USDF)
will induct Robert Dover and Fiona Baan into the Roemer Foundation/USDF Hall of
Fame (HOF) at the Salute Gala on December 4, 2008 during the Adequan/USDF
Annua Convention in Denver, CO. Induction into the HOF is an honor bestowed on
those who have made outstanding contributions to dressage in the United States through
their achievements, creativity, originality, vision, and sustained effort.

Robert Dover, 52, has had an enormous impact on the sport of dressage in the U.S. for
nearly three decades. As an international competitor, Dover represented the U.S. in six
consecutive Olympic Games, arecord for U.S. dressage riders. He was instrumental in
helping the U.S collect four Olympic team bronze medals, a World Equestrian Games
(WEG) team bronze medal, and a team gold medal at the North American Dressage
Championships (NADC). Dover’sindividual career highlights include a persona best
sixth place in the 2004 Athens Olympics Games, and afifth place at the 1994 (WEG),
highlighting alegendary career that also includes seven FEI World Cup Finals and five
U.S. National Grand Prix Championship titles.

Dover has consistently been on the cutting edge of the dressage scene nationally
and internationally in a variety of roles, including that of trainer, teacher, and
avid promoter. Often referredto as” Mr. Dressage” in America, Dover’sinfluence
is exemplified by the successes of the horses and students he has trained, and
through his visionary establishment of the Equestrian Aid Foundation.

FionaV. Baan (1939-1994) was dedicated to raising the quality of U.S. dressageto an
international standard of competition. For 30 years, she directed the dressage and driving
disciplines of the United States Equestrian Team. Known for her diplomacy, attention to
detail, and the personal connection she made with every rider, Baan’s determination and
focus helped guide the U.S.’srise to international success. She served with distinction
as manager or chef d’ equipe for U.S. teams at the Olympic Games, the WEG, the
World Dressage Championships, the NADC, and the Pan American Games. Baan was
also an AHSA and FEI “1” level judge

She was equally devoted to the development of young ridersin the U.S., inaugurating
what became the Advanced Y oung Riders program. The “Pursuit of Excellence” trophy,
awarded annually at the North American Y oung Riders Championships, is dedicated to
Fiona Baan and is atestimonial to her legacy.

Each year, the USDF Historical Committee invites members to nominate worthy
candidates for the HOF. All nominations are thoroughly reviewed, researched, and
discussed by the committee, whose recommendations are considered for approval by
the Executive Board. A display of al HOF inductees, including the 2008 inductees,
resides in the Roemer Foundation/USDF Hall of Fame |located in the USDF National
Education Center at the Kentucky Horse Park.

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Reflections

Heading home on 1-90 through Indiana | reflect on this past weekend’' s USEF Dressage Seat medal Finals.

After being named Dressage Seat Semi finalist for 14-18 year olds, at the 2007 Region 8 Finals, | along with every other equitation semi
finalist and reserve finaist from each USDF region would meet the following year at the Lamplight Equestrian Center in Wayne, lllinois.

As the summer of 2008 rolled by my mother and | prepared for the finals with the plan of
trucking from Massachusetts to Illinois with my horse, Rossignol, in tow. It had been said
how most riders borrowed horses, but with the success | had had aboard Rossignol, we
hoped the trek would be well worth it.

Before the sun had rose, we closed our stable gates behind us and began our journey.
Overnighting in Ohio, Rossi had the opportunity to stretch his legs and rest before the
second half of our trip. The open roads of the midwest treated us well, as my mother and |
took turns at the wheel. Corn field after corn field, the flat abyss and farmlands zoomed by
as theterrain looked less and less familiar. Green rows of tobacco and soy beans dizzied the
mind as we traveled down the charcoal colored highway. Transitioning from vast farmlands
to smoky skies and steel mills, the polluted air of Gary, Indiana gave us a rough greeting.
Finally the busy skyline of Chicago, Illinois awaited, we knew we were not far from our destination, even after we were thrown off course
because of atiff with our GPS system, that brought us kicking and screaming through the China Town of Chicago. Hour long traffic jams
and with the anxiousness to stretch our legs, we finally made it to the paradise that awaited us at the Lamplight Equestrian Center.

More like a country club, we settled in comfortably at the grounds. Rossi happily munched on his bran mash as my mother and | toured
through the beautiful gardens and pathways of the Lamplight show grounds. A peaceful aurafell over me, and | felt confident in performing
in the warm up equitation class the following afternoon.
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| had never felt the heart pounding competitiveness take over me with such strong force
until the long row of accomplished riders and | entered the ring. | had to remind myself
over and over that this was just awarm-up, and not the final class that would come the
next day. Nonetheless | rode well, and placed fourth for the day. | was a bit disappointed,
and felt the adrenaline run through my veins after the scores were announced, reminding
myself that | would ride even better the next day, when it really mattered.
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Lamplight representatives and those who came from the USEF and Dressage Today, the
main event sponsor, treated us girls very well. We were laden with gifts from saddle pads
to Ariat bags, and had an enjoyable evening at the equitation competitors party. The
competitiveness was put aside for the night as we chatted and ate dinner amongst one
another.

The big day finally came. | had never felt uneasy at a competition before, but the weight | had put on myself came through in the national
class. The class was well organized and all 18 of us were asked to ride an individual pattern for the three judges. | felt pleased with my
individual ride, though Rossi’s sudden dodging of oncoming horses may not have helped with my score. We would have to wait three
hours after the class to know how we had done, and each minute crept by slowly.

Arriving at the arena each rider was given their ribbon, and at that moment the color would determine how | did. | was approached with a
silver ribbon (ninth place) in hand, my heart sank and | felt failure surface to my eyes. | held back any tears and rode in the prize ceremony
with pride. Though | had not placed where | had hoped, | reminded myself that | had made it that far and had the opportunity to compete
with the nation’s best equitation riders. Looking at the scoreboard after all was said and done, we knew the competition had been tight, as
there was a three point difference from ninth place to first. The judges had even remarked that this was by far the toughest judging they had
ever performed at this event.
