Junior Young Rider Championships

T he North American Junior and Young Riders Championships

(NAJYRC) is the premier competition for Young Riders, age 14-21.  Eventing,
dressage, and show jumping riders are

invited to compete via each country�s
national equestrian federation

throughout North and Central

American, the Caribbean, and
Bermuda, as well as each province of

Canada, and each USA region. The
competition is run under rules of the

FEI. The NAJYRC is the highest-

rated FEI competition in North and
Central America outside of the

Olympic and Pan American Games.
The teams for the North American

Junior and Young Riders

Championships (NAJYRC) are
selected on the basis of criteria

carefully approved jointly by the USEF
Executive Committee and the USDF

Executive Board.

Many of North America�s best
equestrians got their start at the NAJYRC, moving on to compete internationally in their

discipline.

The 2009 qualifying season was June 30, 2008 through June 28, 2009.  Selection is
based on a horse/rider combination�s average scores at Official USDF Qualifying
Competitions for the NAJYRC.  A rider�s average must be at least a 62% at a minimum
of 3 competitions and include one freestyle score above 62%.   Each region, will then
select the top for riders for the junior division and the top for young rider division.
 

Top among the Junior riders who qualified for the championships from Region 8 are
Stephanie Nowak, with Coriall, Madeleine Van Vleet, riding Top, Colleen Akin, on
her horse  Duet, and Taylor Noonan with Magical.

Our region also has 7 qualified Young Riders, in the 14-17 age range: Megan Davis,
Julie McKean, Alexa Rice, Laura-Hope Gammell, Ariel Matisse, Kristen Schwaegerle,
and Mary Bahuniuk Lauritsen.

CDA extends its congratulations to all these riders for their outstanding achievements in
Region 8 and we wish you well in Lexington at the end of July.
