Dear Secret Horse Society,

Hello fellow CDA members, | wanted to share an emotional story with
my fellow horse lovers this month.

Donna Legere isan active member of the Connecticut Dressage and

Combined Training Association (CDCTA) and the Connecticut horse com-
munity.
On May 2, she wasshowing at the Tri-Sate Two Phase Horse Show in her
last class of the day. Going over the last fence, her horse lost his bal-
ance and fell through the fence with Donna in jumping position. Asthe
horse stumbled over a fallen rail, Donna lost her balance and fell head
first in the arena.

She lay on the ground and stated her arms and legs were numb, and was
quickly flown by LifeStar to a Rhode Island hospital. Donna has regained
the use of her legs and is walking assisted, but istemporarily paralyzed
from herneck to waist. She hasbeen moved to Gaylord for rehabilita-
tion, and the good news is that she has started to move her left wrist,
which bodes well for her recovery.

At the time of the accident, Donna had nine horses in her barn and many
people have stepped in to help Donna in her time of need.

The ability of our love for horsesto make all of usinstant ‘family’ has al-
ways amazed me. As a single person, my worst fear is what happens to
my horsesif I waseverinjured, aswe all know it can happen to anyone
one of usat any moment, and it isreassuring to see how generous the
horse lover community is.

With many horses to feed, homeowner bills, and now medical bills,
and the inability to work, financesare getting tight. If you have get well

Lexington, KY (May 25, 2010) - The United States Dressage Federation (USDF) released
an official statement regarding protective headgear use following the Spring USDF Executive
Board meeting held at their headquarters in the Kentucky Horse Park in Lexington, Kentucky.

The statement, “USDF strongly recommends all riders wear protective headgear when
mounted”, is in line with USDF's current policy to require al photos of mounted riders in the

USDF Connection magazine include protective headgear.

USDF is also requiring the statement on all videos it produces and any videos or educational

materials for which it offers accreditation for its University program.

EVENING CLASS IN STABLE MANAGEMENT |l at POST UNIVERSITY

Waterbury, CT — Stable Management Il, the next in the current series of evening courses through
Post University’'s Equine Department, will begin MONDAY, June 7th at 6:30 PM. The companion
course to the popular Stable Management I, it covers topics ranging from barn organization and pasture
care, to bedding and manure management. The course will also cover advice on recordkeeping and
insurance requirements, and there will be discussion on legal considerations and environmental impacts

of horsekeeping as well.

The program is designed for horse owners and enthusiasts who wish to learn more valuable
information about efficient and responsible stable management. The Equine Husbandry series can be
taken in any order and is open to anyone interested — no pre-requisites are required. Each course runs
for eight weeks, one evening per week for three hours. Participants can earn CEU credits or take the
courses for personal enrichment. The next unit — Stable Management Il - will run Mondays, June 7" to
August 2, from 6:30 — 9:20 PM on the Waterbury Campus of Post University (located near exit 17 off |-
84). Classes meet in Room 103, MacDermid Hall with parking in the North Lot.

The staff of Post University’s Equine Department understands that while it is easy to find a place
to ride, it is much harder to learn how to look after horses well. The husbandry series addresses this
problem, as it is planned to cover the information horse owners require. Other courses in the series
include Basic Horse Ownership and Care, Stable Management I, Equine Health, Equine Anatomy and
The Horse. The series runs in a cycle throughout the year — except for the summer months - and

continues in late August with Equine Anatomy.

To take the classes for personal enrichment and a Post University Certificate, the cost for each is
$350. To earn CEU credits, the cost is $500 per course. For more information or to register, call the
Equine Department at Post University at (203) 596-4631 or email CBaker@Post.edu.
